Letter to the Association on behalf of the Landlord

Tenant abandons unit/ Landlord association bylaws of rental once per year 

A Landlord called me to complain about a tenant that was placed in his property by one of the Charles Rutenberg Realty agents.  The tenant abruptly moved out.

I understood his frustration and felt the following letter could help.

To the Condo Association of Mr. & Mrs. Landlord:

Please be advised that Mr. Landlord called me on (date)______ to inquire the process my real estate agent utilized in screening a tenant for Mr. & Mrs. Landlord’s rental property; as the tenant had now abandoned the unit.

It was at this time Mr. Landlord explained to me the hardship he and his wife had incurred due to the condo by-laws allowing only one rental per year.

 I inquired as to why the association had not revisited this covenant by-law to reflect the current market conditions?  Short sales and foreclosures are merely abandonment of payment…..only that the occupants can remain in the property until sold or judgment proceedings.

An opinion only, but why should the landlord/owner be penalized for a tenant with approved credentials, that then abandons the property in the middle of the night??  I understand the association is attempting to prevent ‘swinging door’ tenants, (month to month) but would hope the association would give consideration and extend compassion to the owners for an unseen circumstance. 
    With the slumping economy, closing businesses and rising unemployment, this may become a problem we see more frequently in the rental market. And unfortunately there are circumstances that unforeseen with job losses.

I hope the association will reconsider the ruling and come to an agreement for leases that have been breached due to tenant abandonment.
